Landscape Architects in Japan recognized and authorized by RLA
committee of Consultants of Landscape Architects in Japan (CLA).
RLA licensing system started in March 2003 and currently 330 pro-
fessional members are registered as Landscape Architect.

The RLA committee recognizes the responsibilities for human safety
and health, sound environment, diverse culture and welfare, and
gives the tile of RLA to qualified Landscape Architects who have
proficient level of knowledge, skills, techniques and abilities for per-
forming landscape projects.

RLA qualifications are based on international levels of knowledge,
technique and ability. Ultimately, RLA seeks for mutual recognition
with Landscape Architect licenses in other countries.
